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BELIEF — “What We Need to Know”

Belief #3 - Authority of the Bible: the belief that the Bible is the word
of God and has the right to command our beliefs and actions (2
Timothy 3-16-17)

PRACTICE — “What We Endeavor to Do”

Practice #3 - Bible Study: reading the Bible to know God, to hold to the

truth, and to find direction for our daily life (Hebrews 4:12)
VIRTUE - “What We Expect to Be”

Virtue #3 - Faithful: being faithful to fulfill God’s will for our life

(Proverbs 3:3-4)
